Recruiting Timeline

Rising Sophomores:
a.
It is never too early to get started… Organize player profile sheet and mail to coaches.

b.
Begin to generate collegiate list. 

c.
Keep grades up and register for the Pre-SAT's and consider taking a prep course if necessary.

d.
Visit campus and meet with college coaches unofficially. 
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e.
 Attend collegiate games and get a feel for the campus atmosphere, location, and setting.   

e. 
Attend camps or tournaments at colleges of your interest. 

Rising Juniors:

a.      
Register for the NCAA Clearinghouse & Amateurism at www.ncaa.org.   

b.      
Create a list of schools (approximately 10-15 schools)… Consider academic requirements, possible major, lacrosse program, coaching staff, size of school, location of school…

c. 
Send a brief introduction letter/email with a resume and/or player profile.

d.
Create a correspondence folder for each college as communication begins to increase.

e.     
Visit campus and meet with coaches unofficially. Attend collegiate         games/camps/clinics. 

f.
Sign up for campus tours, open house, and check out the school’s website.

g.
Ask about Junior Day dates (invitation only) and attend as many as possible. 

h.      
Register to take SAT’s, ACT's, SAT II's (schools accept different tests).

i.      
Inquire about the recruiting process (each school deals with the process differently).  Discuss the walk-on process.

j. 
Send a brief video highlight tape. (Not always necessary) 

k. 
Research financial aid opportunities besides athletic money. For example 


academic scholarships, need-based grants, and other local/state/federal 


programs http://www.fafsa.ed.gov. 

Rising Seniors:

a.
Visit with guidance counselor and begin to narrow down schools that fit your academic and athletic needs. 

b.
Ask high school to send transcripts to top choices. Contact testing agencies to send official copies of SAT & ACT scores to top choices.

Update player profile and athletic schedule. 

d.      
Register to take SAT’s, ACT's, SAT II's (schools accept different tests).

e. 
Continue open and honest communication with top choice schools.

f. 
Send a brief video highlight tape.

Schedule an unofficial visit to meet with the coaching staff to discuss the

recruiting process and opportunity to play for the college.
